Attached, please find the application form for the 2010 Dockside Festival. 
Dockside has become a local tradition in Gravenhurst over the last 18 years.  Our venue 
has evolved as our community has grown with over 5000 guests attending the show 
over the 3 day period. 
 
Thank you to all the vendors who took the time to respond to our questionnaire of 
September 2009.  In response to some of your comments, we have made changes to 
this year’s 2010 Dockside Festival.  We will be relocating the Festival from the Event 
Field at Muskoka Wharf to Central Square across the street adjacent to the docks and 
Lake Muskoka, essentially putting the ‘the dock back on side’.  We encourage you not to 
delay booking your space as this move will significantly reduce the number of vendors 
that we will be able to accommodate.  In addition, there will be fewer vendors in each 
exhibit category which we hope will positively influence sales.   
 
The move to ‘dockside’ will create a more intimate experience and highlight the 
uniqueness and natural beauty of our location.  It will also give us the opportunity to 
leverage the proximity to the Muskoka Steamships (a major tourist attraction) and the 
significant boat and foot traffic that the docks enjoy in the summer.  
 
We have made some minor changes to the event application primarily to make our 
processes more understandable.  We would also like to draw your attention to the early 
bird booking deadline and the fee increases.   
 
This year, we will see the return of an entertainment component which will serve to 
attract additional visitors and enhance the overall Dockside experience.   We have also 
made the decision to have an admission by donation gate instead of a set admission 
fee.  The Chamber of Commerce organizes this event as one of its major fundraisers 
and the proceeds are used to fund a variety of different community initiatives and 
events throughout the year.

Eligibility 
Any Canadian artist may apply for entry to the event.  Original, unique, one-of-a-kind or 
skillfully designed articles will be the high priority of our selection process. Those who do not 
conform to the hand-made criteria will be asked to leave the show. 
Kits must be produced from original designs by the artisans.  
Artisans are encouraged to bring a cross-section of price points. 
 

Application Deadlines 
Early Bird Deadline:  Wednesday March 31, 2010 
10’ x 10’ space = $200.00  10’ x 20’ space = $400.00  Corner = $250.00  
 
Late Applicants:  Applications submitted after Wed. March 31, 2010.  
10’ x 10’ space = $250.00  10’ x 20’ space = $450.00  Corner = $300.00   
Late Applicants will only be accepted after the Early Bird Applicants have been selected. 
 

How to apply 
1. Artist will submit 5 photos – no slides - that reflect a cross-section of work. One 

additional sketch/photo can be submitted to show the booth set-up. 
2. Artist should submit a resume including a description of art/craft. 
3. Artist MUST submit a posted, self-addressed envelope for the return of photos if not 

selected. Those accepted will have the ability to retrieve photos during the event at the 
Registration booth. 

4. Artist MUST submit a cheque payable to Dockside Festival, or submit one of the 
following valid Credit Cards: Visa, Master Card or American Express with expiry date for 
the appropriate amount. NSF cheques are subject to a $35.00 fee. 

5. Post dated cheques dated no later than Wed. March 31, 2010. All applicants that 
are accepted will have their payments processed by Fri. April 30, 2010. 

6. Those accepted will be notified in writing no later than Fri. May 14, 2010. 
7. Applications received after March 31, 2010 will be considered on a first come, first 

served basis.

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Application (c): Artist/Vendor Terms & Conditions 

 

CRITERIA:  ALL items must be handcrafted and designed by applicant. The management/organizer 

will visit your booth on Thursday and/or Friday prior to show opening. If they find your products not to 
be handcrafted, you will be asked to leave the show and you will NOT receive ANY reimbursement.  

SET-UP:  Setup time begins Thurs. Aug. 19, 2010 from 1pm to 5pm. If you require setup after 5:00pm 
on Thursday evening arrangements MUST be made in advance with the management/organizer. Early 

morning setup is also available Fri. Aug 20, 2010 from 7am to 11:30am. Setup must be complete by 

11:30 am. The show will open to guests at 12 noon on Friday.   
Vehicles WILL NOT be allowed on the show premises for set up or tear down.  Exhibitor’s are 

expected to unload all items from their vehicles at the entrances closest to your booth location. It is 
recommended that vendors bring portable storage containers, trolleys, wagons etc…that will help assist 

in transporting merchandise to your booth location.  Dockside Festival will have available some additional 
wagons/trolleys and a few volunteers to help with your setup requirements on a first come first served 

basis.  During show hours loading and unloading areas will be designated, however NO VEHICLES will be 

allowed on the premises at any time. Sorry but NO RV or CAMPING will be permitted on site! 
TEAR DOWN:  Tear down may begin after show closing on Sun. Aug. 21, 2010 as soon as ALL guests 

have left the exhibitor area. Booth setup WILL remain in tact until show closes or risk the chance of not 
being accepted in the future. NO VEHICLES WILL BE PERMITED ON PREMISES.  All exhibitors must 

remove products directly after the show.  Be advised there will be NO Security after 9:00am on  

Sun. Aug. 21, 2010.  
EXHIBITS:  Booth Numbers are Final. There will be NO CHANGES OR MOVING amongst Vendors 

at anytime throughout the show. Any special requirements are to be sent in written form and submitted 
with the application. Booth spaces will be assigned by the Organizer of the Event. Exhibits must be 

staffed at all times during the show. Exhibitors are solely responsible for their own tents, tables, chairs 
and display setups.  BE ADVISED booth locations will require sandbags. There are only a few locations 

to use stakes.  Therefore Dockside Festival will also have additional sandbags available for vendor use. 

Please indicate this request on the Application Form (subsection d) on page 4.    
SECURITY:  Security staff will be on duty when the park is closed to visitors. The exhibit area will be 

fenced off and no one including exhibitors will be allowed to enter the area during that time period 
without prior consent from the management/organizer.       

INSURANCE:  The exhibitor releases the show management/organizers. sponsors, along with any 

volunteers or employees, from injury or damage incurred by the exhibitor and their agents. Show 
management/organizers are released from all liability and responsibility for theft, damage, or accidents 

with regard to all exhibitor displays prior to, during and/or after the show. Product liabilities, guarantees, 
and insurance are the sole responsibility of the exhibitor.  

NO PET POLICY:  Exhibitors CANNOT have pets on site or left in vehicles at anytime throughout the 
course of the show. Pets WILL NOT be allowed in the exhibit area at anytime. 

CANCELLATION POLICY:  Full refunds are available up to April 30, 2010. Cancellations between May 1 

to May 31, 2010 are subject to a 50% cancellation fee on exhibitors final cost.  NO refunds will be given 
after May 31, 2010.
